Cyprus is the third largest island in the Mediterranean Sea, with an 

area of 9.251 sq. km.  It has a maximum length of 241 km from 

east to west and a maximum width of 97 km from north to south.  

It is situated at the northeastern end of the Mediterranean basin. 

 

Cyprus has an intense Mediterranean climate with hot, dry 

summers from June to September and rainy, rather variable 

winters from November to March, separated by short autumn and 

spring seasons of rapid change. 

 

There are two mountain ranges in the island, one on the northern 

part and the other on the southwest.  Inbetween lays the plain of 

Mesaoria. 

 

Cyprus became politically independent from British rule in 1960.  

The years that followed the independency were characterised by a 

rapid and sustainable socio-economic development.  The booming 

economy of Cyprus was brought to an abrupt end by the Turkish 

invasion in 1974.  As a result 40% of the island’s territory was 

occupied and about 200.000 Greek Cypriots were displaced. 

 

The severe economic and social problems caused by the Turkish 

invasion and occupation were however successfully confronted. 

In May 2004 Cyprus became a full member of the European Union 

and in January 2008 Cyprus joined the Eurozone.

and comprehensive statistical information of Cyprus to all users of 
such information and also to provide a better public service.
